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HEALTH SERVICES by Gordon Bowers

NEW HEALTH BENEFITS OF VIT AMIN
D: The Harvard Health Letter of January
reports that previous studies had given hope that
fairly high doses of vitamin D might prevent
falls by improving balance and strength. To
carry studies further, Swiss researchers pulled
data from eight controlled trials of 2500 age 80
and on who took daily doses of vitamin D 700
to 1000 IU, The results showed a 26% reduction
in falls. All as published in the October 1, 2009
issue of the British Medical Journal.

Most daily vitamin tablets have 400 IU, but
it’s easy to find 1000 IU pills, and many doctors
are so recommending in hopes of saving older
patients from disastrous falls, and may be
helped by an inexpensive vitamin that seems to
have many benefits. Ask your doctor!!

UPDATE ON SWINE FLU Pnot asbad as
predicted: According to The New England
Journal of Medicine in a study by the Imperial
College of London, and the U S Center for
Disease Control and Prevention. The study was
funded by several groups in England and the
US, including the Bill & Melinda Gates
Foundation. Some highlights: Swine Flu has
sickened about one sixth of Americans since the
first HIN1 cases were reported in April of 2009;
about 60% of HIN1 were in children, and most
so if younger than age 4, according to Lyn
Finelli, chief of the CDC Flu Division.

The spread of the HINI flu virus was less
than the US pandemics of 1957 and 1968 when
up to 20% of Americans had the flu virus. In an
ordinary flu season, up to 40% of Americans get
the flu virus. Even our local medical plan
(United Health Care) adds that people 65 and
older are the least likely to get the HIN1, but it
is estimated that 90% of flu related deaths and
more than 60% of flu related hospitalizations in
the US each year occur in people 65 and older.

The best way to prevent seasonal flu is to get shot
each year?

FEMALE STROKE b CAUSES AND
PREVENTION: The John Hopkins Medical Letter
points out some startling facts about the gender gap;
each year more than 800,000 Americans have a
stroke and 60% occur in women. Even though
women live longer than men most of their strokes
are later in life, but gender differences show up in
midlife. With proper prevention, more than half of
all strokes could be avoided.

There are two types of strokes — ischemic is when
an artery blood supply is blocked; the other stroke is
called hemorrhagic, involves bleeding inside the
brain. Men are more likely to have symptoms of a
transient ischemic attack (TIA). This ministroke
may precede a major stroke, and male symptoms
include, numbness or weakness of the face, arms,
legs, trouble talking or understanding, poor vision,
dizziness, loss of balance, and/or headache. Women
are more likely to have different symptoms; as
mental confusion, lightheadedness, general
weakness, nausia, chest pains and/or palpitations.
These different symptoms can cause health
professionals to overlook the fact that a stroke has
occurred. causing a delay in rapid treatment.

After age 50, risk factors are about equal for men
and women; high blood pressure, smoking,
diabetes, heart disease, cholesterol, obesity and/or
lack of exercise. The gender factor kicks in for older
women, according to a study by the National Health
and Nutrition Examination Surveys — with 17,000
adults in the study, it was concluded that strokes
increased among women ages 45 — 54 with women
twice as likely to have a stroke as men.

Another gender factor is obesity, men are prone
to have more tummy fat, abdominal obesity in
women has increased in recent years and a waist
measure of 35 inches or more is a greater risk factor
in women.

The best suggestions for reducing risk of stroke is
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of course a healthy life style, low body mass
index, regular exercise, diet high in whole
grains, fruits and vegetables. Also consider low
dose aspirin. The American Heart Association
recommends 81 mg daily. Ask your doctor!

If you think some one is having a stroke, take
immediate action report all symptoms at the
hospital and ask about thrombolytic therapy
(tPA) which dissolves blood clots and must be
done within three hours. The gender factor is
more fair on this. Men and women are about
equal.?

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Balancing the State Budget on the Backs of the
Pension System Comes home to Roost.

State Actuary Matt Smith told the Pension
Funding Council on Oct. 1 that the State must pay
$650 million into the pension system this year and
must double that payment for the 2011-13 biennium
or the PERS1 and TRSI1 plans will be broke by
2015. Senator Joe Zarelli of the Pension Funding
Council said the State Investment Board has done a
good job delivering an 8 percent gain over the past
decade, but the Legislature’s failure to make
contributions during the good market years has
meant the state lost out on earnings potential.

Over the years the Washington State Legislature
has not followed the recommendations of its state
actuary or its Pension Funding Council or its Select
Committee on Pension Policy. Instead it has not
provided its share that it is supposed to add to the
funds that pension members have contributed month
after month year after year. This has resulted in
an unfunded liability for PERS 1 and TRS1 that now
exceeds $6 billion and growing. The Legislature
passed bills promising to amortize the Planl
unfunded liability by 2024. This past session the
Legislature reneged on that and adopted a “rolling
10 year amortization plan.” No one can explain
what that means, except that the unfunded liability
will most likely not be paid off by 2024.
Meanwhile, the billions that should have accrued to
the pension system were not invested and did not
earn interest to fund pensions. Furthermore, after
creating the Pension Funding Council in 1998, in
2001 the Legislature declared that, “any changes
adopted by the Pension Funding Council shall be
subject to revision by the Legislature.” So much for
that! Instead, the 2009-2011 pension contribution
rates are 63.7% lower than those recommended by
the PFC. Last legislative session the Legislature
struggled with a $9 billion dollar budget shortfall.
As the Legislature gathers for its interim session in
January, they will face another shortfall of 1 or 2
billion. Any bets on how the pension system will
fare? WSSRA and other organizations tied to the
Department of Retirement Systems will need to be
vigilant.

FEBRUARY 2010

Legislative News---Jan. 2010

For years the Legislature has not fulfilled their
obligation to the Plan 1 pension system. If you
remember last year, they wanted to not fully fund Plan 2
and 3. We worked hard to prevent that and it did not
pass.

There were some proposals introduced but WSSRA
was opposed to them as they did not address the
Legislature’s failure to adequately fund pensions. In the
past, they have used such words as changing, moving,
suspending, amending, and avoiding. The new language
for 2009 was repealing, suspending and reducing. It is
time that they step up to the plate and not manipulate
their obligation.

There is one proposal that the State Treasurer is
working on and we are supporting it with concerns. It
has not been introduced as yet, so we will have to watch
for it. It is Senate Bill 6516 Plan 2 Default for New
Hires in PERS, TRS and SERS is a bill that we support.
Upon employment, new employees have 90 days to
choose Plan 2 or 3. If they do not make their preference,
they are automatically put in 3. That plan has no gain-
sharing. The default should be to Plan 2. The budget
impact is that the state would save money in years to
come.

It is a difficult year for everyone with the reduced
revenue and the Legislatures have a daunting task. The
phone numbers are on page 8 of our directory.
